2.  Water Report: 
2023 LNID Water Report January 11

Logging trucks hauling all day and continue into mid January.

Nov. 3/22 checked Horn Creek at the S. White Lake Rd. Twin Culverts.  Water is 
200 ft. above the culverts (drier this year – usually reaches the culverts).  One culvert is partially blocked with rocks.  Snow began falling with a snowfall warning

Nov. 8/22   Lower Twin Lake (LTL) received 2.6 ft. of snow Nov. 3 to Nov. 8.  Rare to have snow & no ice. 

Nov. 19/2022  1st appearance of ice at North Bay shoreline with temp -12 to -7C & LTL level at 15.6ft. with surface water temp 41.1F (5.05C).

Nov 22/22  Upper Twin Lake (UTL) & Trout Lake completely frozen.

Nov. 30/22  LTL completely frozen.  LTL water level 15.5 ft. with surface water temp 38.1F (3.4C).  Air temp -8 to -6C. 

The Rivers Forecast Snow Report reported in Penticton Western:  Generally, BC low snowpack (~82%N) except Kootenay (129%N) and Okanagan (135%N).

LTL has 8 ft. of capacity for freshet before gets to built infrastructure level.

Jan. 11/23  LTL water level 15.4 ft. and lake surface water temp 38.5F (3.6C).  Air temp 0 to +2C.  LTL ice 9 in. thick but ice was not good for skating (slush after the big snow and surface rough).  Walking on the lake ice with caution for soft spots. 

Plan:  Coral send “ice on report” to BCLSS and do the 2022 year Water Summary with Triggers.  Continue to monitor snowpack.
